	Dual Programs: M.Sc. / Ph.D in Craniofacial Science with Diploma in Prosthodontics Graduate Program
· Amend first sentence of Accreditation section (page 3) so that first ‘of’ in “Royal College Of Dentists of Canada” is lower-case
· Amendments to Section II:

· In point 2, change to 563 million hours and 610 million hours (insert missing “million”)
· Change the first sentence in point 7 to “…with a number of prosthodontists reaching the age of …”

· In point 8, remove the second sentence and the “However,” at the beginning of the third sentence
· In Table 1a, rephrase the “Year” entry for DENT 649 to something like “I-VI (full-time in years II-IV)” 

· Amendments to Section V:

· Add “and prepare them for teaching careers.” to the end of the last sentence of the introductory paragraph

· Amend point 6 to read “…clinical focus of the Faculty on prosthodontics;”

· Begin last three points of the bulleted list in Section VI to “Provide evidence of research…”, “Provide a biographical…”, and “Be interviewed if short listed”, respectively

· Replace “Admission” with “Applicants” at the beginning of the 2nd and 4th paragraphs of Section VII

· Amendments to Section VIII:

· In the 3rd paragraph of point 2, amend fourth sentence to “… an essential part of a graduate education in this discipline.”
· In point 5, clarify that the amount PhD students generate is in years I, V, and VI 
· In point 7, substitute “$66 K” for “$65,284”

· In point 8, substitute “$50 K” for “$46,437”

· Amendments to point 9:

·  Change point title to  “Annual Tuition & Clinic Fees”

· Indicate that Tables 2, 3 and 4 show the annual fees

· Add an introductory sentence for Table 2 indicating that fees are the same as those for current students
· Write identifying numbers in footnotes for Table 2 in superscript font

· Check quoted fees since tuition changes after 6 (MSc) or 9 (PhD) installments
· Add a table with the student cost per year for MSc and PhD programs
· Amend first point in the introductory text for Table 5 to read “Year 1: 3 MSc students and 1 PhD student enrolled (Diploma courses taken in Years 1, 5 & 6)”. Make the other two lines consistent with this form.
· Table 5 shows that in year 1, the program will cost $201958, but the budget consultation states that no additional funding is required.  Clarification is not required by the committee, but may be asked for by Senate.
· Amendments to App. 2:
· Remove letters from the Suggested Conversion section
· Conversion metric may allow unworthy theses to receive passing grade.  Put as x-10=68%, <x=Fail (where x is best P/F boundary).
· Suggested that scale is also reconsidered for proposals awaiting Senate approval
· Rephrase points in Thesis Defense Documentation section to clarify P/F grading

· Replace current content of Appendix 3 with “Must comply with the requirements of the Faculty of Graduate Studies”
· Amendments to Proposal Form (pg. 57-58)
· Replace “Dual Program in Ph.D. in …” to “Dual Program: …”

· Replace “Admission” with “Applicants” at beginning of second and last paragraphs in left column

· Change Type of Action to “Add calendar description for new craniofacial dual programs” and add Location
· Amendments to Proposal Form (pg. 57-58)

· Check precedents to see if ampersand has been used in course names

· Include P/F grading in Action section for Dent 735A-C 

· Include the Grad. Calendar entry with next iteration
· Amend the schedule on page 62 and 65 so that ANAT 548 does not conflict with lunch
