	Genome Science and Technology Graduate Program

· All faculty currently in the Genetics program have been asked to join the GSAT program, and those who have not yet responded can do so later

· Request an e-mail from Medical Genetics confirming their awareness of the proposed program and indicating that they agree that their program has a different emphasis from the GSAT program.   
Amendments to the program proposal
· Remove the list of programs from the third paragraph of ‘Rationale for the Program’ (pg. 4)
· Change wording from ‘PhD Candidacy Exam’ to ‘PhD Comprehensive Exam’ (ex. figure on page 7) 

· In figure on page 7, replace ‘Core Course’ with specific codes
· Ensure that students wanting to transfer to the Ph.D. after one year are aware that they must meet FoGS requirements
· Refer to ‘program funded students’ instead of ‘scholarship students’ (ex. section d on page 7)
· Change ‘train’ to ‘educate’ 

· On page 8, do not refer to a student as a PhD candidate before the comprehensive exam is completed.  Change ‘enter directly into the program as PhD candidates’ to ‘enter directly into the PhD program’, etc.
· In GSAT Governance section, replace ‘term’ with a less ambiguous word
Comments on funding:

· There is a concern that students receive program funding before they have been accepted by a supervisor.  Under current proposal, if a student performs poorly in the lab rotations, they still receive funding for the next year.
· Recommend that terms of funding be tied to acceptable progress (ie. one year funding with potential of extension to two with positive review at end of second year)
Professional Development (GSAT 504)
· A program requirement cannot be worth 0 credits.  If no credits are awarded, attendance can be ‘expected’ or ‘strongly recommended’, but not mandatory.

· If attendance is mandatory, the student must be evaluated and have the opportunity to earn credits.  Note that the course may be worth minor credits, and the number of credits required for the program can be increased.

Proposed Calendar Entry
· Under program requirements, replace ‘take 12 credits’ with ‘complete 30 credits including’ and a list of the required courses.
· Many of the electives are below the 500 level.  State that there is a maximum number of 400 or lower courses that may be taken
· Under PhD Admission Requirements, list some examples of areas of study that are considered to be in a ‘related area’
