· Are the students required to be in seven additional courses as the co-requisite list implies?  Would it be sufficient to state “Enrolment in the MPH or MHSc”?
Course structure:

· Replace “SPPH 710” with “SPPH 570” in footer of document.

· Clarify the relationship between this course and SPPH 710.  Can students register for 570 and 710 concurrently?

· How active must the auditing students be in the course?  Are the “auditing” students actually registered in SPPH 710?

· The rationale states “it is expected that residents … register for one year.”  Make this more direct.  Are there any circumstances in which a student can take the course more than once for credit?

· What is the role of the course for the different groups (residents, MHSc, MPT).  Do some groups have to take it more than once?

· Can the course be used to fulfill residency requirements and as a requirement for the MPH/MSc?
