· What is the background and preparation required for the students that would enroll in the program? We do not have a clear statement of the characteristics of the desired applicant.
· Has there been a significant student demand for the program?  What is the student capacity of the program?  
· Provide more information regarding the caliber of research being conducted at the institution, particularly in the related disciplines.  What type of funding is currently held by the contributing faculty members?  What is the success rate of the faculty in receiving grants?  
· How many of the listed faculty members have supervised at least 2 masters students (the suggested benchmark for supervising PhD students)?
· Without the program and student details listed above, it is difficult to comment definitively on the merits of such a program.
