	New Program:  MA and PhD in Science and Technology Studies – include list of people from Appendix A to calendar entry.  The doctoral specialization should come from the participating graduate programs such as English, Philosophy and History.  Would the title “History and Philosophy of Science and Technology” be more reflective title of the program?

Need consultations for the STS Program from Science, Applied Science, Land & Food Systems, Pharmaceutical Sciences, Medicine and Law.  Need clarification what role CFIS is expected to play.  Current consult and program description not clear on program relationship with CFIS.

STS 501 (3) – Revise description.  Change “trains” to “prepares” in rationale. Provide statement of intended learning outcomes?  Any current/contemporary works?  
STS 502 (3-12)D – copyright concerns; suggest an alternative to distribution of  photocopied articles; this may be best handled by the Bookstore.  Need Library consult with current course proposal.  Clarify what is meant by the intended “co-listing in participating units” with STS 502 This may need to be reflected in the rationale.
STS 597 (3/9)D – should this be established as STS 597 (3) for master students only? Then create a new course STS 697 (3-6) for doctoral students?  Readings?  Other engagement for students?  Need stronger rationale for assigning credit to this activity as an organized learning experience.  Statement of intended learning outcomes.  What would be expectations for student papers and other engagements?  How do these relate to expected learning outcomes?  Is this graded as Pass/Fail or percent grading?  How are grades determined? Does “twice yearly” provide sufficient feedback to students on learning performance?   What basis for grading of journal entries (how related to intended learning outcomes)?
