The program involves completion of 36 to 51 credits of coursework, theory and specialty comprehensive examinations, a 1600 hour internship and a dissertation meeting the Faculty of Graduate Studies requirements.” to:  “The program normally involves completion of 36 to 51 credits of coursework, theory and specialty comprehensive examinations, a 1600 hour internship and a dissertation meeting the Faculty of Graduate Studies requirements.  In exceptional circumstances, up to 15 credits of course work may be waived in recognition of previous course work.”
Master of Museum Education  
Action:  Hold
The Committee is not convinced that there is a need for a new degree title.  Why not put it under MA or MEd?  This is a “Master of Museum Education” rather than “Masters of Museum Education” program.  It is listed both ways in the proposal.  There are three variations of the acronym for the degree title – what should it be – MME, MMEd or MED in Museum Education?  Change “on-line” to “online”.  Under the list of required courses, EDCP 590 should be moved into previous sentence for BC Teachers.  Change “List of Existing Restricted Electives” to “Choose Electives From the Following List”.  Move EDCP 590 to the elective list since it is an elective for students who wish to access BC credentialing recognition. The list of required courses given on the proposal form is different than in the body of the supporting documents. Clarify which courses are intended, then list only course numbers in the calendar entry.
