4. Discussion of STS proposals:
5. New Programs and Curriculum Committee welcomes Alan Richardson to the meeting
Discussion regarding STS 502:

Committee had proposed (in May and September memos) an alternative solution to the use of a generic STS 502 in the program through the development of STS topics courses in the participating departments.  The current proposal presents both STS 502 and the topics courses from the departments (e.g., ENGL 561 – Topics in Science and Technology Stuies).  The committee responded that the nature of the proposed STS 502 was not consistent with curriculum guidelines and that the committee would not support it.  Two possible outcome solutions were identified:

1. Delete STS 502 as a co-listed course with ENGL 561, PHIL 561 and HIST 561, and recognize the role of the topics courses in the MA program and in the research streams within the related PhD programs in English, Philosophy and History.   
Make reference to 3 credits of approved STS topics courses in addition to STS 501 (HIST 561, ENGL 561, PHIL 561) in departmental PhD stream descriptions.
2. Propose a new course STS 502 that program proponents develop reflecting “core” objectives and content for PhD students from each of the participating research streams.   
· Discuss with colleagues/department heads/dean who assign credit for FTE, if they would like to create a new collaborative course called STS 502, which goes beyond and is different from the course content of STS 501 by ways of methodologies in STS.  Propose STS 502 as a core course, with core content and tangible learning objectives that you wish to offer under the acronym STS 502 – then submit a new category 1 proposal
· This action would result in the following new courses:  STS 501, STS 502, STS 297, STS 598, ENGL 561, PHIL 561, HIST 561

Revise proposal to clarify language within the proposal that “Doctoral programs”are consistently referred to as “research streams” within PhD programs in English, Philosophy and History.  Remove reference to research stream in Interdisciplinary studies, since that has not been formally requested or endorsed by ISGP.
Define STS Masters program as a new program

· Two-column proposal format is required for STS 599: M.A. Thesis (12 credits)

· Modify Type of Action to display “Create New Program” (refer to the M.A. program under STS in Graduate section of calendarand separate entries by department to designate research streams in Doctoral programs in History, Philosophy and English)

· Specifically indicate the request that the parchment and transcript for Doctoral students will read:
(eg.  “Doctor of Philosophy, Faculty of Graduate Studies, English – Science and Technology Studies”)

· The following edits must be made under the Program Overview:

· On the left hand column, edit to specify:  “….  Programs of study lead to a Master of Arts degree in STS or to a research stream within a Doctoral degree in English, History, and Philosophy.  The Ph.D. degree appears as a research stream under the individual graduate programs.”

· Second paragraph, delete the word “specialization” and replace with “research stream”

· Revise “Master’s Program” title to specify “Master of Arts”

· Under Master of Arts title, edit the program requirements to read:  “Students accepted into the M.A. will be expected to complete the program in two years.  We suggest that the entry clearly indicate that the program of study will include 18 credits including STS 501 (3), STS 597 (3), STS 599 (12 credits research thesis) and 12 credits of approved electives.”
Philosophy Calendar Entry – Category 2 proposal
· Identify and list  program requirements by indicating the research stream requirements, STS 501 (3), STS 598 (3-6) D, 3 credits of approved electives (include any other program requirements).  If the STS 502 is developed as a new course, this would be listed.
