Discussion of new program:

· Reconsider the choice of EPPG as the Subject Code. Committee members felt that the “G” was not intuitive and suggested the Faculty should consider other options, such as ENPP. Add an academic rationale for the choice of the new Subject Code (refer to Clean Energy proposal for an example). 

· Section III Program Specifications > List of approved electives – Review the list of approved electives with the most recent release of the UBC Calendar. S

· ome course numbers/titles are out of date.

· Section V iii: Library – replace text with a more general statement, such as “the Library has provided supportive consultations. See Appendix F.”

· Section VI: Consultations – remove “Faculty of Graduate Studies” to leave only “College for Interdisciplinary Studies” as the two are separate units.

· Appendix C: Curriculum Consultations; consultation from Axel Meisen, Alberta Research Council – The committee agrees with the consultant’s view and is not convinced by the response from the Faculty. A stronger statement on the strength of the policy aspect of the program would be helpful. Add a rationale for the program to explain what graduates can do with the degree – potential jobs, potential demand, ideal employers, and so on (refer to the Clean Energy proposal for an example). 

Discussion of new courses:

· EPPG 504: Rather than having course prerequisites (ECON 101/STAT 251), consider including knowledge of introductory micro-economics as an admissions requirement.

· For all courses, add clearly identified Learning Outcomes/Learning Objectives (currently ‘hidden’ in Course Objectives). Relate the assignments to the learning objectives. Remove “Enrollment Restriction” notation in all course syllabi. 

· EPPG 503: Quantify ‘class participation”.
· EPPG 596, 597: Clarify how a ‘Pass’ is earned.
