· Provide typical structure of evaluation for assessment of student learning outcomes.  This will give insight, even though the course is ever-changing, of the typical framework for assessment of student learning throughout the course.

· It is discourage from having 100% grading assigned to any one activity and if a substantial portion of the grading is assigned to participation, provide some indication on how you encourage instructors to evaluate that participation.
