	MA Degree Program

· Revise rationale to state:

“This Educational Studies M.A. program…into a single, existing, EDST M.A. degree program”.  Then add:

“This is consistent with the Education Faculty objective to move toward departmental wide and faculty wide programs.  It also allows the department to offer a coherent cohort model that organizes courses across two years for full-time and three years for part-time students.  Two new courses are proposed to accomplish this (EDST 571 and EDST 572); the remaining courses are drawn from existing EDST department-wide and Program Area courses (supporting documentation attached).
· Add the current URL (ending in .1153) to right column and show current calendar entry.  Show changes using strikeout.

· Add periods where M.A. and Ph.D. abbreviations exist in text of calendar entry
For program entries, beginning with Adult Education through Educational Administration:
· Display the new URL for Adult Education (only one URL per program) under proposed calendar entry
· In degrees offered for Adult Education, remove “M.A. Concentration” leaving title to state:  “Degrees Offered:  M.Ed.”
· Make reference to the M.A. concentration streams in the program overview text.
· Remove strike-through on “Adult Education” in the right-hand column of proposal
· Create new/separate proposal cells on proposal displaying the changes for Higher Education, Society, Culture and Politics in Education and Educational Administration
· Quote present, separate URL on top of right-hand side of each proposal column for Adult Education, Higher Education, Society, Culture and Politics in Education and Educational Administration
· Edit second paragraph of Adult Education program overview to state:

“The Adult Education graduate program offers a Masters of Education (M.Ed.) degree in Adult Education.  The Master’s of Arts (M.A.) degree in Educational Studies also offers a concentration in Adult Education.  Both M.Ed. and M.A. programs are also available as part-time studies.”
(Indicate where possible within additional calendar entries, that both programs are available as part-time studies)
· Remove strike-through sections in program overview that is consistent with new proposed calendar entry
· Edit proposed amended “EDST 571 (6)  Educational Research:  Relating Questions, Theory and Methodology” title in Departmental M.A. Overview and/or where indicated throughout proposal documents
