	Calendar Entry – Course Overview

· Within the left-column course Numbering section, remove the word “study” in last sentence:  “Where a faculty uses a different style of course classification, the level of study will be indicated in the study program description.”
· Insert text (bolded for easy reference) within course numbering section:  “In most faculties the courses numbered 100 to 199 are primarily for first-year students and are not available for graduate credit. Similarly, courses numbered 200 to 299 are primarily for second-year students, courses numbered 300 to 399 are for third-year students, and courses numbered 400 to 499 are for fourth-year students and are not available for graduate credit.”

· Check on status of 700 – 799 numbered courses to determine if that number range counts as graduate credit for graduate students

· Add the following text (bolded for easy reference) within sentence:  “Courses numbered 500 to 699 are considered graduate-level and are only available to undergraduates by permission of the department and the Faculty of Graduate Studies.”
· Philip to revise the rationale (example: “The calendar should mention that clinical courses have reserved ranged numbers 700 – 900 as distinguished clinical courses from graduate-level courses.”)
