Revise “Type of Action” for each degree specialization offered to state:  “Delete MA program option for admission starting Winter, term one, 2012”

Within each new separated concentration table, repeat duplicate “Type of Action” statements and the same constant rationale for each degree offered

Indicate the fate of current students in each M.A. degree offered within rationale.  For example:   Will students will be given the choice to transfer to the Ed Studies Master’s Degree, or will they all be transferred at the time of program curriculum approval and calendar release?

use strike-through for any individual text that is to be deleted permanently on right-hand side of two-column format, and use bolding in all new/additional text proposed on the left-hand side of two-column format 

Retain the “MA” under “Degrees Offered” section for benefit of current admissions for 2011-12.

Retain the section titled “Admissions Requirements” but change text to read, “Students are no longer being admitted into the MA program.  MA students who are interested in Adult Education should apply to the MA in Educational Studies as of September 2011. The current MA program is being merged into the MA in Educational Studies.”

Retain the “Program Requirements” section for the benefit of those students admitted to the Adult Education MA for September 2011-2012. Retain this statement until all students transfer to the Educational Studies MA or graduate from the Adult Education MA program.

P.15 - modify “Program Overview” by bolding second paragraph in left column to show that this is new content.

P.16 – second paragraph in the left column, “The Higher Education graduate program” should be bolded as it is a change 

Make parallel changes to each of the program specializations (Higher Education, Society Culture and Politics in Education and Educational Administration.* Note inadvertent strike through of “Degree Requirements” bottom right hand column, page 16.

	STS Overview proposal
· Revise P.8 – Section “e. Proposed enrollment” paragraph within the “Need for the Program” should read, “We expect to admit three to five master’s students, and departments are expected to admit a total of four to six students into the doctoral research streams each year.  After five years the total enrollment in Science and Technology Studies will be approximately thirty-five students”
· P.8 Reorder paragraphs for – “f. Employment opportunities” paragraph order should be 4, 3, 1, 2:     “An appropriately tailored master’s degree in Science and Technology Studies will prepare students to pursue a doctoral degree in a number of traditional academic and professional programs (as well as doctoral work in STS) and will be an excellent addition to a bachelor’s degree in a more professional area such as education or journalism.
In addition to academic positions, students graduating with training and an appropriately tailored degree in STS will be well positioned for work in the fields of science journalism, museum curating, public policy, or legal consulting work.
Students completing a Ph.D. in Science and Technology Studies research stream will be very competitive on the academic job market. They will be able to compete for positions in their home disciplines (English, History, or Philosophy), for positions in science and technology studies or other related interdisciplinary programs, and for positions in traditional programs in the history and philosophy of science. 
A main reason for offering the Ph.D. program as a research stream within existing disciplines, rather than a full-fledged interdisciplinary degree, is to increase the competitiveness of graduates from this program. We recognize that departments in established disciplines frequently look upon interdisciplinary degrees with wariness. In addition, as explained above (see subsection c), there are a relatively small number of departments and programs in STS. This approach will allow students to reap the intellectual benefits of STS, while maintaining a disciplinary base for the purposes of academic placement.”
· P.9 – a. Admission requirements should read, “The MA Program in Science and Technology Studies will be governed by the general admissions Guidelines of the UBC Faculty of Graduate Studies.  These include the submission of official transcripts for all post-secondary coursework and three letters of reference.  In addition, applying students should append a statement of intent of up to 500 words.  The Graduate Program in Science and Technology Studies Advisory Committee will evaluate these application packages to determine admissions.”  Then remove third paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream.

· Remove all references to the Doctoral/PhD program under the “Program Specifications” section 

· P.9
· a. “Admission Requirements”, should read, “The MA program in STS will be governed…In addition, applying students should append a statement of intent of up to 500 words.” (Remove reference to PhD statement of intent).

· Remove third paragraph “Doctoral Research Stream”

·   – b. Program requirements second paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream should be removed

· P.10 – c. Course requirements second paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream should be removed

· P.10 – Research thesis requirement second paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream should be removed

· P.10 – e. Additional program requirements should read, “All students are expected to attend the bi-weekly colloquium series.  Attendance is mandatory for first-year M.A. students (STS 597).”

· P.11 – please capitalize “PHIL 527” in the table

· P.11 – remove paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream
· Add ENGL 561, HIST 581 and PHIL 561 to “a. New courses for the program”

· P.12 – change section title of part b. to “Courses Identified with the Program” and remove ENGL 561, HIST 581 and PHIL 561 from lists under department STS courses. Topics in Science and Technology Studies from list
· P13 – 15 Section V. “Calendar Statement” should be in 2-column format proposal.

· P.14 – in first paragraph under Program Overview, please remove last words, “…or “Interdisciplinary Studies Graduate Program – Science and Technology Studies.”

· P.15 – paragraphs below “Contact Information”, please remove NB and Doctoral Research Stream in STS paragraphs

· P.16 – d. Library resources should read, “The STS program has support from the library for the proposed courses.”

· P. 17 – f. Budgetary impact of the Program should read, “Because the MA Graduate Program in STS will depend on existing resources from participating departments and programs, new budgetary requirements will be minimal for a program of the proposed size and scope.  (Ph.D. students receive funding through the departments to which they are admitted.)  The existing curriculum…”

· P.17 – under b) Graduate Student Funding, please remove first sentence, then change the bottom sentence to read, “… student will apply for SSHRC and affiliated awards support upon arrival…”
· P.18 – in first full paragraph, remove “…but no tuition waiver”

· P.21 – under Appendix D, replace title “Sample Syllabi” with “Program and Course Proposals”, then list proposals as follows:
