	STS Master’s Stream
- P.1 Table of Contents – remove italicized notes from top and bottom of table
- P.2 – rename proposal, “Master of Arts Program in Science and Technology Studies  at UBC”

- switch page 1 and 2

- P.5 – b. start second paragraph with, “The M.A. program and Ph.D. stream (which is proposed elsewhere) differ primarily…”

- P.5 – b. last paragraph should read, “A Ph.D. research stream is offered through existing departments…”

- P.7 – second full paragraph, second line, “… Given the burgeoning profile of UBC’s faculty, both the M.A. program and Ph.D. stream should also prove…” Remove last sentence of this paragraph, “We expect doctoral applications….”
- P.7 – e. Proposed enrollment – “…After five years the total graduate enrollment in Science and Technology Studies will be approximately thirty-five students.”

- P.7 – f. Employment opportunities – 3rd paragraph, first sentence should read, “Students completing a graduate program in Science and Technology Studies will be very competitive….”.  Final paragraph should read, “A main reason for offering doctoral level education within existing disciplines…”

- P.8 – very beginning of page should read, “… number of departments in STS…”

- P.8 – III.  Add “Master of Arts in Science and Technology Studies”

a. Admissions requirements – remove Master’s Program from second paragraph, and just begin that paragraph with “Students admitted to…”

- P.8 – III.b. Program requirements – remove Master’s Program in STS and just begin the paragraph with “Students accepted into the M.A. Program will be…”

- P.8 – III.c. Course requirements – remove Master’s Program in STS from first paragraph; remove entire second paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream

- P.8 - III.d. Research thesis requirement – remove Master’s Program in STS and just being the paragraph with “Students will be expected…”

- P.9 – III.f. Outline of program for typical students – remove Master’s Program, begin paragraph with “The typical student…”  Also remove notes, “Provide one example” and “For example: Include a table…”  Continue first paragraph with, “Here is an example of a typical program…”
- P.9 III.f. remove final paragraph regarding Doctoral Research Stream
- P.10 – after STS 599, add the three new department-specific courses under part a 
ENGL 561 (3-12) D: Topics in Science and Technology Studies

HIST 581 (3-12) D: Topics in Science, Technology and Society

PHIL 561 (3-12) D: Topics in Science and Technology Studies

· P.10 – under English Department STS Courses – “…Examples of such courses include: ENGL 490 with the topic “Bodies and Technologies,” ENGL 509 with the topic “The Usefulness of English Studies for Health Research,” or ENGL 553 with the topic “Affect Theory and Literary Criticism…””
· P.11 – “… as well as graduate seminars such as HIST 586 with the topics “the Role of Place in the HHHistory of Biology” or “Science, Medicine, Technology, and Modern Empires,” and HIST 597 with the topic “Objects and Artifacts…””

· P. 11 – change course title of HIST 581 to be the same as that of the course proposal

· P.11 – below PHIL 561, add underlined heading “STS Courses in Other Departments”

· P.12 – Please add dots after first initial of professors’ names

· P.12 – in first paragraph under Master of Arts, replace last sentence with “Acceptance into the Program is dependent upon meeting the general admissions requirements of the Faculty of Graduate Studies, and acceptance by the Program’s Graduate Advisory Committee.”

· P.12 – third paragraph under Master of Arts should read “… A student’s overall program of study is decided upon…”

· P.12 – moved italicized lines from the bottom of page up to become third paragraph under Program Overview.  Add “s” to Doctoral Research Stream and “s” to graduate program. Change the “is” to “are”
· P.13 – in last full paragraph, the word “Humanities “ is missing the “m”

· P.14, change “Graduate Secretary” to “Support Staff”, change first sentence to read, “…STS will need to be supported by a graduate secretary….”

· P.15 – in second paragraph, please replace “Dean’s Office” with “Dean of Arts”

· P.15 – in third full paragraph, please add space between course names and numbers for all the course combinations in this section (eg. HIST 260/PHIL 260)

· P.15 – fourth full paragraph should read “The $25,000 from each participating Department funds three MA students…”

· P.16 – please replace all instances of “Dean’s Office” with “Dean of Arts”

· P.19 – please add dots where appropriate after first initial of professors’ names

· P.20 – in left column, delete last sentence in Admission Requirements, and replace with, “Acceptance into the Program is dependent upon meeting the general admissions requirements of the Faculty of Graduate Studies, and acceptance by the Program’s Graduate Advisory Committee.”

· P.20 – delete last sentence under Program requirements, regarding acceptance into the program

· P20 – Remove the directions about providing a syllabus at the top of the right column

· P. 21 – STS 501 proposal - bold entire left column

· P.26 – change title of STS 597 597 to “Masters Colloquium in Science and Technology Studies” and bold course name and title.  Move note regarding restriction to become third paragraph in right column.  Also, in right column, second paragraph, remove word “series”

· Page 26 – Remove the part in the square brackets on the right about Ad Astra.
· P.31 – STS 599 proposal - bold course name and title in left column

· P.32 - ENGL 561 proposal – remove “Focused seminar on a specific theme or themes in Science and Technology Studies” from left column, then bold entire left column.  Substitute Rationale in right column with following wording from P.33 Learning Objectives and Outcomes, “Students who complete this course will understand the role – and exhibit the promise – of English Studies in the overall project of Science and Technology Studies; they will be able to mobilize the theoretical frameworks and methodologies of English Studies to contribute to the advancement of knowledge in a cross-disciplinary field.  In one iteration of the course, students may learn to use procedures of rhetorical analysis to examine persuasive strategies at work in scientific texts; in another, they may hone skills of literary criticism to analyze works of fiction that take up topics in science and technology.” 
· P.42 - HIST 581 – “Hist” needs to be capitalized.  Change word “focused” to “advanced,” then bold entire left column. Change course title to be the same as the first line on p.43 so it reads “Topics in Science, Technology and Society”.
· P.42 – replace Rationale with entire first paragraph under Learning Outcomes and Objectives (from P.44)
· P.44 – please provide clarification of the assessment grading and relationship between speaking and writing components and make sure they add up to 100%
· P.58 – PHIL 561 – remove struck-through words from left column, then bold entire left column.  Delete Rationale from right column.

· P.59 – delete first sentence under Learning Objectives and Outcomes, add “r” to word “course” in next sentence.  Copy entire paragraph to become new Rationale 
· P.63 – History comment should read, “5 points of concern outlined in an email from Daniel Vickers were addressed”; Sociology comment should read, “Only concern was financing.  Saw no curriculum issues.”

· P.66 – Library support section says that the second page is missing.  Please locate, or obtain new copy.

· P.66 – Budget – please provide name of Dean and Faculty

· P.10 – at bottom of page, delete bottom line, “STS 597: Masters Colloquium in Science and Technology Studies”
· P.14 – left column – bold section entitled “Doctoral Research Stream in Science and Technology Studies (STS)”

· P.16 – under “Proposed Calendar Entry” remove words “40 word limit”

· P. 17 – unbold headings on the left side that are not part of the proposed addition to the description
