	Master in International Forestry (MIF)
· There are inconsistencies throughout the proposal.  The name of the degree should be “Master of International Forestry” instead of “Master in International Forestry”
· On page 5 of the Notice of Intent, under e. Delivery methods, please provide a statement regarding specific admission requirements and procedures.  Clarify what is meant by “7 competencies.”  What is the proposed procedure for use of self-appraisal and how is this used in designing a program for the students?
· Under e. Delivery methods, please restrict comments to actual delivery of program and move other content to appropriate categories
· Under h. Completion time, change the word “semesters” to “sessions”
· Please confirm if this program is a Faculty of Graduate Studies program or a Forestry program?  In either case, the proposal will need a calendar statement of degree title, faculty, statement of who the advisors are, program description, admission requirements,  program requirements, and contact information
· Admissions statement should indicate to whom the students are applying, and what the requirements are
· Under Admission Requirements, in first paragraph, please change word “remedial” to “supplementary”, and also provide a stronger rationale for the language requirements expected of students in  this statement (final paragraph)
·  Type of Action should read, “Create new program”

· Please check Faculty Approval Date

· On page 5, the credits add up to 37, while the statement reads, “The total program is 36 credits.”  Please clarify whether the program consists of 36 or 37 credits and adjust table if required.
· Pages 10 and 12 of proposal should have the same course titles for FRST 519

· On page 10, FRST 519 (3) Forests and Society.  The course description should read, “Emphasis on tropical and sub-tropical countries, where the majority of forest-dependent people live.”
