-Further to the December 16, 2011 NPCC meeting, SCARP has confirmed an effective session of Summer 2012 for PLAN 539 (6); at the Committee’s request, SCARP has submitted an additional curriculum consultations from SALA (supportive); one last curriculum consultation from Educational Studies is forthcoming but is being submitted as a courtesy to the Committee; the proposal is now complete 

-On October 17, 2008 the NPCC approved a Category 1 proposal to change the title, description and credit value of RSOT 545 but the changes were not put forward at a Grad Council meeting because of a data entry error in the Curriculum database (the course was mistakenly identified as ZOOL 549); FoGS has complete documentation on file for the proposal so it will now be put forward to the next SCC meeting and included in the curriculum report at the next Graduate Council meeting
-Further to the January 6, 2012 NPCC meeting, Richard Smith has confirmed that the two NPCC-approved Master of Digital Media proposals have also been approved by SFU’s Senate Graduate Studies Committee (equivalent to UBC's Graduate Curriculum Committee); Emily Carr and BCIT will be taking the proposals to their Senates (or equivalent, in the case of BCIT) as information once the approval process is complete; Ginette Vallée updated the Master of Digital Media Program Requirements proposal in response to her Calendar Proofing request: update leadership changes, minor wording clarifications

-The School of Environmental Health (SOEH) and the School of Population and Public Health (SPPH) merged effective June 1, 2011, under one common name: the School of Population and Public Health; references to SOEH should be removed from the Academic Calendar. SPPH subject code listings were not added to the existing table when the School was first established. Additionally, courses under OCCH subject codes were converted to SPPH courses, including OCCH 511 which became SPPH 534, but in the process the deletion of OCCH 511 was overlooked. These Category 2 proposals finish up the deletions associated with the merger of SOEH into SPPH.  Action: APPROVED
-Further to the January 6, 2012 NPCC meeting, the NPCC-approved Category 1 Educational Administration and Leadership program title change proposal has been updated: the Master of Arts Program Requirements were removed and the M.A. was deleted from the list of degrees offered; these changes are in line with programs currently offered by Educational Studies

	General feedback: 

· For ALL courses (reviewed on 6 AND 20 January 2012), comments provided on 6 January 2012 regarding the rationale statement on the 2-column form, and the request for confirmation of Library Consultation for individual courses, still apply. 

· For ALL courses (reviewed on 6 and 20 January 2012), the committee noted that in courses where oral participation is included in the assessment, the syllabus contained very little information on how student participation would be evaluated. The committee encourages the development of a rubric on evaluation that would clearly outline expectations for all assessments, and most specifically for participation marks.  

· It would be useful to include an overview of how the new program compares to the existing program.

· Policies regarding laptop and cell phone/smartphone usage varied widely, from very strict to non-existent. The committee suggests developing and using common language around the use of learning technologies, cell phones, laptops, etc., and how they may fit in the learning context appropriately. 
· Suggestion to have consistency in course titles across Period 1 (Could all period 1 courses be named “<subject> Fundamentals”?)

Pre-requisites are included in the syllabus but not included in the Calendar entry. How are the prerequisites intended to function – intended to hardwire into the registration system (in which case they should be added to the two-column form) or intended to function as advisory system?

	General feedback on all Category 2 submissions:

· For all courses below (except EMBA 598), rationale statements do not explain why the new course title better represents course material. There is no clear link between the existing title and the new title, which may lead to some Cat 2 submissions being elevated to Category 1 (substantially changed course content and learning objectives). When content and learning objectives change, curriculum proposals should be submitted as Category 1 proposals. An expanded rationale should explain why, in each instance, the new course title reflects current content, supporting the changes as minor enough to be considered Category 2. Please submit a revised rationale statement for each course.
