-Further to the November 25, 2011 NPCC meeting, Applied Science has responded to our request for clarification on items related to MECH 596 (3); the process for determining differential grading for students in team projects is now clear; additionally, the syllabus has been amended so that the language under Texts and Bibliography is in line with the University’s and instructors’ obligations under copyright law; the proposal is now complete

-Educational and Counselling Psychology, and Special Education has withdrawn the following four Category 1 proposals, all reviewed on May 20, 2011: Blindness and Visual Impairment Concentration Calendar entry, EPSE 536 (3), EPSE 546 (6) and EPSE 548 (6); ECPS made an error by packaging major curriculum in two six-credit courses and will submit new revisions with clarifications that will make the courses easier to schedule and staff; the three EPSE courses were approved at the May meeting pending additional information but the proponent did not respond so the proposals never moved forward

-Further to the December 16, 2011 NPCC meeting, SCARP has submitted two additional curriculum consultations from the Faculty of Education (Curriculum and Pedagogy—supportive, Educational Studies—supportive) for PLAN 539 (6); the consultations were submitted as courtesies to the Committee as the proposal is already complete 

-Further to the January 20, 2012 NPCC meeting, RMES has confirmed an effective session of Summer 2012 for RMES 507 (3); the proposal is now complete

-Further to the January 20, 2012 NPCC meeting, Dentistry has submitted budget and library consultations for DENT 542 (1.5) and DENT 544 (1.5), as requested by the Committee; the proposals are now complete

	In response to the Committee’s memo, the following points were clarified by the Faculty:

· “Career Tracks” will be used similarly to the current “Specializations”.
· Career Tracks should be recognized on the student’s academic record (transcript) but not on diploma. The Faculty is encouraged to consult with Records and Registration regarding how and when a student will select a Career Track.

· The target enrolment is 120 students per year.
· Need to prepare two-column proposals for each of the new career tracks as new Specializations.
All submissions were approved (see list below), with the following comments:

· [Cat 1]Program entry: Minor change to wording on page 3 of the 2-column form, to the Header: “Master of Business Administration (For students that started the program prior to September 2012)”

· [Cat 1]BA 505 (7.5): as this is no longer a variable credit course, the ‘d’ should be removed from after the credit value.

· [Cat 1]BA 580 (1.5): the form instructions “40 word limit” can be removed from the left-hand column.

· [Cat 2]BASC 511 and 514: The ‘reuse’ of course numbers may lead to transcript confusion, and issues in registering. Is it possible to use a different suite of numbers that haven’t been in use recently (from 521 to 549, for example)? Please verify with Enrolment Services on how registration and transcripting might be affected by the number reuse. The rationale for these two changes should be revised to correct grammatical errors.
