-The Committee is very supportive of the course, its content and its intention, and does not object to the proposal in this regard. However, there are concerns over whether 1 credit is a fair representation of the amount of work expected of students. The Committee did take into consideration the credit value rationale provided on the proposal form but would still like expanded justification for the value given. It is the Committee’s responsibility to ensure workload and course requirements are fairly represented by the number of credits students can earn, and members were not convinced that the number of hours for this course is in fact commensurate with a 1-credit lab course. The Committee is interested in the context of where this 1 credit fits in and the impact of the course on students’ programs. The Calendar entry for the program says a “minimum of 30 credits,” but it is unclear what is actually expected of students and the Committee would like an overview of program requirements for further discussion. Furthermore, in discussing the rationale around the requirements of the program it was apparent that what is represented in the Calendar is quite different from what is actually expected of students and the Committee strongly suggests the Calendar entry is reviewed that so that what is stated is in line with expectations. 

There are two action items for this proposal:

1. provide an expanded rationale for only 1 credit or reconsider the number of credits

2. review how the program is represented in the Calendar so that it accurately reflects what is expected of students

-Because the course requires additional funding, the Committee requires a copy of the budget form with the Provost’s signature by the time the proposal goes to the Senate Curriculum Committee for review.
