-Further to the February 17, 2012, NPCC meeting, the course numbers for three approved Category 2 Sauder proposals have changed because the proposed numbers were either already in use or not in line with the numbering of other Sauder courses; the changes are as follows: previously BASC 511 ( now BASC 523; previously BASC 514 ( now BASC 524; previously BAPA 500 ( now BA 513
-At the September 30, 2011, NPCC meeting a new Political Science course (POLI 517) was approved at 3 credits, although the course was proposed with variable credits (3/6); the credit value changed at some point during the curriculum process but that was not the department’s intention; this proposal will fix the credit value for POLI 517 so that it is in line with what was originally proposed by Political Science

-Further to the March 16, 2012, NPCC meeting, Dentistry has responded to the Committee’s request to amend the syllabi for DENT 711, DENT 712 and DENT 713 so that the syllabi now include brief statements that reflect expected progression both in terms of nature of cases as well as level of responsibility and skill as students move through years 1, 2 and 3; the proposals are now complete
