3. Business Arising
-Further to the April 13, 2012, NPCC meeting, Sauder has responded to the committee’s feedback on BA 508 and COMM 663; regarding BA 508, the Faculty has referred to its copyright policy in the syllabus and described the nature of the reading material to which students will be exposed; regarding COMM 663, all learning objectives stated in the syllabus are now phrased from the student’s perspective; additionally, Sauder confirmed the committee’s suggested title for COMM 663 (“Consumer Judgment and Decision Making”) is acceptable; the proposals were put forward to the Senate Curriculum Committee at one of two meetings (April 23 and 27, 2012) with the above changes
-Further to the February 17, 2012, NPCC meeting, Education has provided lists of qualified instructors for both ECED 530 (Dr. Laurie Ford, Dr. Lara El-Khatib) and ECED 531 (Dr. Kimberly Schonert-Reichel, Dr. Veronica Smith; forthcoming: Angela Jaramillo–PhD cand., when degree granted); FoGS has requested this information be added to the syllabus for each course; although the proposal forms for both new courses indicate an effective session of Summer 2012, FoGS has confirmed with the department that the courses will not be offered until Term 1, 2012/2013; the proposals are now complete
-At the March 30, 2012, NPCC meeting a new course offered by the School of Audiology and Speech Sciences (AUDI 540) was approved with an effective session of Term 2, 2012/2013; at the April 27, 2012, SCC meeting the effective session was backdated to 2011W to accommodate a request made by the School to transfer students currently enrolled in AUDI 547 (the piloted version of AUDI 540) to AUDI 540 so that those students’ transcripts reflect the more descriptive course title (Approaches to Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology for People of First Nations, Métis or Inuit Heritage)

-Further to the April 13, 2012, NPCC meeting, Fisheries has confirmed that FISH 520 is NOT a firm prerequisite for FISH 508; additionally, as a courtesy to the committee, Fisheries has provided an amended learning outcomes section of the syllabus for FISH 509 so that the objectives are now described in terms of the expected learning to be experienced from the student’s perspective; FoGS has requested this information be added to the syllabus
